�� here is abundant research suggesting an association between chronic stress and increased risk for disorders of 
the mind and body. Both long term and acute stress have been linked to cognitive and mood problems such as  
depression, impaired memory, confusion and poor concentration. But there is also other research suggesting that 
stress plays a role in the development of illnesses such as stroke, cardiovascular problems, asthma, immune  
suppression, inflammations of various sorts, diabetes and even increased levels of bad cholesterol. 
 

So, we may not be able to change the stressors in our lives but perhaps we can share with each other how we change 
the way we think about stressful events or what we have done to help us relax and in so doing help us to interrupt 
negative thought patterns.  
 

What I would like to do is start this series of stress articles off by sharing just one thing I do to relieve stress, and tell 
you why I know it works for me, and share with you one other technique that the “experts” suggest. But I know many of 
you have thoughts and advice on this subject too.  I would like you to share with me what works for you and how or  
why you know it works to reduce your stress level, than I will share your thoughts with the rest of us in future Tidings 
articles. 
 

One of the editors of Mind , Mood, and Memory published by Massachusetts General Hospital suggests this  
regarding Negativity Thinking Patterns: Treating positive events such as rare strokes of luck, and negative events as 
typical can lead to the habit of expecting the worst. So can dwelling on the negative aspects of events and ignoring 
their positive aspects. Remedy suggested by MMM: Try to see positive events as proof that good outcomes are likely  
in the future and negative events as  temporary setbacks, challenges, or learning experiences. Search for positive  
aspects of difficult situations.  
 

Something that seems to have really helped me during the last three months has been daily reading of commentaries 
on the New Testament Gospels. I know there will be those of you will challenge me on cause and effect, but I have  
not changed anything else in my daily routine during the last three months ..and during that time I have been far more 
tolerant of errors and silly things done by other drivers. I have not tried to get less angry with other driver errors, it just 
happened.

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Agricultural Land for Fuente de Vida 


� ive years ago we embarked upon an adventure in partnership with Fuente de Vida Presbyterian Church in  
Guatemala. We recognized that the members of Fuente de Vida were our brothers and sisters in Christ, and we believed 
that knowing them, understanding them, and praying with them would be of mutual benefit to our congregations. Since 
then, Trinity members have participated in three mission trips to Fuente de Vida, and we have welcomed three delegations 
of visitors from Fuente de Vida. 
 
A constant in all of our conversations with our brothers and sisters at Fuente de Vida was how difficult and uncertain their 
lives were in a society where they, as farmers, owned no land. They are entirely dependent upon renting agricultural land 
at a price that allows them to feed their families. This has not always been possible, which has led to  malnutrition and 
deepening poverty among members of the Fuente de Vida community. 
 
Two years ago Our Guatemala Committee started a project to learn how we might buy farm land for the use of members  
of our partner Church.  We learned that other members of our Presbytery had similar projects in various phases of  
completion. Our research suggested to us that $18000 could buy approximately five and one-half acres of agricultural  
land as well as pay legal expenses, taxes, and other associated fees. After prayerful consideration by Our Guatemala 
Committee, the Global Mission Ministry, and the Session, the Session supported initiation of the project at their March 
meeting. 
 
      Key points: 
 

The land will be purchased by Trinity Presbyterian Church in the name of Sur Occidente Presbytery for the 
exclusive use of Fuente de Vida Presbyterian Church. 
 
The Session of  Fuente de Vida will manage the land on a day-to-day basis and will provide annual written 
reports regarding revenue and expenses about the land. 
 
Fuente de Vida will charge a user’s fee (rent) for use of the land. Church members and members of the 
community will be allowed to rent land. 
 
A portion of the rental fees will be used to reimburse Trinity for the legal and other fees associated with the 
purchase. 
 
The necessary monies can be raised by Trinity from budgeted funds in 2008 and 2009. No additional  
fund-raising should be required. 

 
This project is still in its infant stages. Formal agreement must be received from Fuente de Vida and the Partnership  
Committees of the Presbytery of Western North Carolina and Sur Occidente Presbytery. Additional information about the 
project will be provided as it becomes available. 

 
We believe this project demonstrates the mission foundation of Trinity Presbyterian Church, and we  
look forward to a deepening relationship with our brothers and sisters at Fuente de Vida.
