This is the season of gift giving so I would like to offer some gifts from your Guatemalan 
sisters and brothers.  These gifts are not wrapped in brightly colored paper, festooned with 
ribbons, bows and gift tags.  You won’t need to spend time cleaning or caring for them, 
and I hope you will not put them away when the holiday season is over. 
 
The Guatemalans offer to you the gift of another way of understanding time.  They  
measure time not so much in minutes or hours, but in being fully present in the moment, 
whether they are talking with a friend, participating in worship, preparing a meal or planting 
corn. 
 
Your Guatemalan sisters and brothers invite you to rejoice in the miracle of each new day.  
They do not live with the certainty that tomorrow will be theirs, so they give thanks to God 
for the Gift of today and receive that gift with joy. 
 
Their third gift is the way they understand the meaning of Jesus’ words when He said, “I 
have come to bring abundant life for all.”  Some years ago I asked a class of pastors to 
illustrate those verses from John 10 by drawing their concept of an abundant life.  A pastor 
from Coatepeque drew a large stalk of corn growing from the earth and being watered by a 
rain cloud.
