The proposals are presently in the hands of  
both Presbyteries (Sur Occidente and PWNC) awaiting  
suggestions, approval or disapproval of the project.  Fuente 
de Vida was to meet with their Presbytery in January  
and Our Guatemala Committee met with the PWNC’s  
Guatemala Partnership Board on January 22nd.  The 
churches will incorporate the suggestions from their  
presbyteries and create one Covenant which must be 
signed by both churches and presbyteries.  Trinity has 
raised the projected amount necessary for the project and 
hopes to see the project move forward quickly this year. 

 

Our next steps will be to agree upon the land to be  
purchased and to obtain a lawyer to ensure that all aspects 
of the purchase are legal. 

 

It is important that we continue to pray that this land project 
in all ways gives glory to God and that the project be a  
beginning to greater security and independence for Fuente 
de Vida.
