Children’s Learning Hour for  
Summer 2009 

C oming this summer . . . 
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Note from the Associate Pastor 
 

A s I first mentioned in this space last month, I’m currently reading a book called Traffic: Why We Drive the Way We Do 
(and What It Says About Us), by Tom Vanderbilt. 
 
The author spends a good deal of time discussing the science of traffic engineering:  how best to manage traffic patterns 
through the timing of traffic lights and so forth. (And it’s true, according to Mr. Vanderbilt’s analysis, that traffic circles—
roundabouts—are considerably more efficient at moving cars through cities than are conventional signal-governed  
intersections.) 
 
At one point, he makes an observation that applies to much more than just driving: “That which is best for an individual’s 
interest may not be best for the common good.” He calls this point “one of the most basic, and often overlooked, facts 
about traffic.” This is also one of the most basic, and often overlooked, facts about life—and about the church. 
 
Here at Trinity, we’re beginning a journey into something called The Acts 16:5 Initiative, a Presbytery-wide effort aimed at 
fostering church growth and transformation. Along the way, we may all be asked at some point to consider the relationship 
between our individual interests and desires and those of the “common good”—the body of Christ here in this place. Will 
we slam on the brakes? Hit the gas? Lay on the horn? Yield the right of way? In any event, I am . . .

There were displays, coffee, juice, 
nibbles and greeting of old friends. We then moved to the Sanctuary which began with a welcome from Patricia Clark, 
Presbytery Moderator from Morganton First.  Patricia gave her Moderator’s report based on 75 churches reporting:

Patricia undertook the task of providing the value of time given (which is probably understated) - just from the 75 churches 
reporting, 10 hours per church per week for a total of 37,500 hours. And if PW was paid at $5/hour that would amount to 
$187,500! 
 
We then heard comments from Bobbi White, General Presbyter, saying how proud she was to be a Presbyterian 
Woman and thanked PW for all we do in our churches and around the globe. Also how women have grown in their faith 
through the Bible studies.  
 
Connie Moore and I did a skit encouraging women to attend the Churchwide Gathering in Louisville.  
 
Also, we heard greetings from Mid-Atlantic Synod Moderator, Pan Snyder who lives in Stanton, VA. Pam, a delegate to the 
UN Commission on the Status of Women, gave a report. The over-arching theme of this Commission is to totally eradicate 
violence against women and children globally. Once you start digging into that issue, it is so over-whelming that one alone 
could take a lifetime to help eradicate all forms of violence against women and children.  
 
This year’s 53rd session is "Equal Sharing of Responsibility Between Women and Men and Including Care Giving 
in the Contact of HIV/Aids”.

We also heard from Kristen Campbell, of Fayetteville, the PW Global Exchange Synod Representative to Eastern Europe. 
Making the trip were 27 women and one very brave man. Eastern and Central Europe is still recovering from the effects  
of many years of Communist rule. Our partner church in the Czech Republic is ECCB (Evangelical Church of Czech  
Brethren). The church has 270 congregations and 11,000 members, 230 pastors (of which 55 are women) plus 33  
Diaconatal centers where the outreach of the church takes place. There is no formal women’s organization in the ECCB, 
but they did meet with the Ecumenical Women’s Forum.  
 

Worship leader was Rev. Maggie Lauterer, Pastor, Burnsville First.  She spoke about everytime she went to the women’s 
meeting with her grandmother, they all wore little white gloves and their cute little hats with a little piece of white net . She 
said she has heard what wonderful things women are doing and it was exciting and inspirational to her. She thinks we 
sometimes still have our foot in the 19th century and early 20th century because the people who have been influential in our 
lives have been born in that time. Maggie went on to talk about her call and how shocked the women who attended her 
grandmother’s Bible study would be and how women have come a long way in the Presbyterian church (USA). 
 

During worship Carty White, from Franklin First and I did a liturgical dance of the Lord’s Prayer. 
 

The offering of $1,392 was for the McDowell County Abused Shelter for Women.

Highlights from the April Mission Trip 
 

U pon our arrival at Fuente de Vida, I looked toward the church to see that God had welcomed  
us with a white dove flying over the church.  What better sign of the presence of the Holy Spirit than a 
peaceful white dove over the church as we began our visit with our brothers and sisters in Christ. 
 
It was a wonderfully warm feeling to be back again with our brothers and sisters at Fuente de Vida and to 
see the changes that had been made during the two years since our last visit.  Water lines were  
connected to most homes in the community, the road which last had a deep trench down the middle now 
was filled with piles of rocks soon to be packed into the dirt to become a road, and Maura and Eliseo’s 
home now had a shower and a toilet.  Although other homes were now connected to water, this was most 
likely the only home in the community with a shower and a toilet. 
 
At Monterrey we met with the church partnership committee and reviewed the covenant.  Not having been 
able to previously read and understand all the contents of the covenant, the question was asked (after 
reading what Trinity agreed to do), “What is our part?  What must we (Fuente de Vida) do?”  As we moved 
on through the covenant they soon understood that they must be good stewards of the land, see to the 
interest of all church members, be responsive to community needs, and budget any land use profits in 
such a way as to be able to pay for any and all financial obligations the land would incur and to pay Trinity 
back for money used to pay for legal expenses. After a brief consultation of their committee, they were in 
full agreement with the covenant. 
 
Later that afternoon, we met the new scholarship children and one of their parents.  They came to tell us 
how much it meant for their son or daughter to receive a scholarship.  Without our support it would be  
impossible for them to attend school.  This year there are 15 children on scholarships! 
 
The next day we met with 15 representatives from the National Church, the Presbytery of Sur Occidente 
and Fuente de Vida to discuss the “Land Project”.  After three hours of reading the covenant from  
beginning to end and making minor corrections the covenant was unanimously approved!  All glory  
to God for the work he has done with and through us over the past five years!   We are now in the 
process of transferring the needed money for the acquisition of the land to Fuente de Vida. 
 
Saturday morning we met with the children of  Fuente de Vida to read stories and play games.  This was 
an enjoyable time of focusing on the children, although many adults seemed to enjoy the stories as much 
or more than the children. 
 
Following lunch and a short siesta we set off over the dirt and cobble stone roads to visit Sisters Carmileta 
and Bernita.  How difficult life is for the elderly in Guatemala with limited medical help and children who 
are severely limited financially. Unable to walk the mile to church, Bernita (quite frail, severe arthritis, living 
alone) and Carmilita (age 74 frail with severe arthritis, deaf, and having recently been treated for  
tuberculosis) are frequently visited by members of the church.
