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O ne Great Hour of Sharing began 
60 years ago after World War II left 
much of the world in devastation. The 
Offering remains a vital and evolving 
part of Presbyterian mission. Over the 
years, the offerings mission has 
grown from simply emergency relief 
and rebuilding after disasters such  
as wars, earthquakes, and floods to 
addressing many kinds of human  
suffering. Increasingly it has included 
focusing on the root causes of this 
suffering, so that the solutions can be 
sustained after our attention moves 
on to other communities. 

 

The Distribution of the Offering is: 
36% to the Presbyterian Disaster  
Assistance, 32 % to the Presbyterian 
Hunger Program and 32% to the  
 
 

 
Self-Development of People. For  
example, a check for $2,000 was 
given last month to the Latino  
Advocacy Committee of Henderson 
County as a grant to support two  
important  programs for the Latino 
residents in the area: Financial  
Education Workshops and Computer 
Skills Training. 

 

We, at Trinity, should be proud of the 
over $3,000 we have consistently 
given each year over the last six 
years but the needs continue. In  
sharing resources with people in need 
around the world, we witness God’s 
love in action in their lives, and feel it 
moving in our own.

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Pastor’s Corner 

S o, did Jesus wash Judas’s feet? 
 
One of the most powerful passages of scripture—to my 
mind, at least—is John’s account of the Last Supper, 
which emphasizes not the meal but what takes place after 
the meal: Jesus' washing of the disciples’ feet (John 13). 
Intertwined with the account of the foot-washing and Pe-
ter’s somewhat comical reaction to it are fleeting refer-
ences to Jesus' betrayal at the hands of Judas Iscariot. 
 
We tend to think of Judas as some sort of special case—
the one who is singled out by “the devil” (John 13.2)—but 
when we do that I think we might be letting ourselves off 
too easy. Judas’s presence at the table reminds us that 
Jesus' disciples were people, human beings, just like us. 
And did Jesus leave Judas’s feet unwashed? If so, John 
doesn’t let on. But really, should we be surprised that  
those gathered in that upper room were the faithful and the 
unfaithful alike? (Not to mention the sort-of-faithful!)  
 

 
And should we be surprised, after all, if at any time the 
church gathers together, there are the faithful and the un-
faithful and the sort-of-faithful? 
 
But Jesus says, “I have set you an example, that you also 
should do as I have done to you.” He makes no distinction 
between your friend and your enemy. 
 
Jesus says, “Just as I have loved you, you also should 
love one another”—not just the faithful, the sanctified, the 
holy. 
 
Because who is faithful, after all, but God alone? Who is 
sanctified but Christ alone? Who is holy but God alone?
