�� ecently, a splendid and helpful new book has come to my attention.  The title is, Christianity for the Rest of Us, by  
Diana Butler Bass.  Bass studied ten core churches across the United States.  These churches ranged in size from 130 
to 660 members. 
 

She wanted to explore evidence of the kinds of practices that were resulting in growth and vitality—even in some very 
challenging circumstances. 
 

Bass examined ten “signposts” of renewal in the churches which were part of the study. 

 

· Hospitality—the practice of welcoming strangers into the community and into God’s transformative love without  

 expecting anything in return. 

· Discernment—the practice of paying attention to God.  Discernment involves serious reflection on scripture 
that is grounded in prayer and informed by experiences.  It is both personal and communal. 

· Healing—the practice of creating  space where all can find healing from brokenness, where sinners find peace. 

· Contemplation—the practice of encountering God in silence, attention and adoration. 

· Testimony—the practice of sharing personal stories of God’s transforming work. 

· Diversity—the practice of actively constructing a community that crosses boundaries, making room for the 
kingdom of God. 

· Justice—the practice of engaging the powers—transforming all systems of injustice, violence, and exclusion. 

· Worship—the practice of encountering God in a way that transforms the heart. 

· Reflection—the practice of bringing head, heart and experiences into conversation with faith. 

· Beauty—the practice of creativity within a congregation, i.e. singing beautiful music together or experiencing 
works of art or film that help us encounter God. 

 

 

Of course, not all churches were examples of all of the signposts. 

I am indebted to �	�������� , who compiled this material for the “Issues and Concerns” Learning Hour Class. 

The questions I would like to lift up for your consideration are these: 
 

1. Which of these “signposts” represent areas of strength for Trinity Presbyterian Church? 

2. Which of these “signposts” point us toward areas where we need to strengthen our ministry? 
 

I look forward to being in conversation with you about the ways we can continue to become the best possible  
expression of what God intends us to be.

�� don’t think it’s a coincidence that on multiple occasions over the past month or two, 
more than a few of you have said to me something along the lines of, “We’re so glad 
you’re here—now we can attract new young people to Trinity!” In light of the challenges 
that Trinity is facing these days—tough financial times and shrinking membership chief 
among them—I certainly share the concern that lurks “between the lines” of these  
conversations. 

And I’m grateful for the confidence in me, or at least the hope, you’ve expressed.  
However, while it’s certainly part of my call here at Trinity to reach out to and serve  
children, youth, and families, I hope that we’ll remember at least two things: (1) We’re 
all one congregation, young and old and in between, and (2) We’re all called to share 
the good news we’ve experienced with the world around us. 

As we read in the first letter of Peter, 

You are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s own  
people, in order that you may proclaim the mighty acts of him who  
called you out of darkness into his marvelous light (2:9) 

It might seem arrogant to claim “chosenness,” but if we are indeed chosen by God,  
then we’re singled out not so much for particular honor as for particular service to God 
and neighbor. That’s the theory behind both the Presbyterian/Reformed idea of “the 
priesthood of all believers” and that little-noticed line at the top of the staff listing on our 
Sunday bulletins: “Ministers . . . All the Members.”

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Fred Buechner is a Presbyterian minister and writer. One of my favorites pieces of his is “The Calling of Voices,” an 
essay that has good advice for anybody on the edge of something new. Buechner begins by looking back on his high 
school days: 
 

In my class, at the school that I went to, as in any class at any school, there were students who had a 
real flair, a real talent, for something. Maybe it was for writing or acting or sports. Maybe it was an 
interest and a joy in working with people toward some common goal, a sense of responsibility for  
people who in some way had less than they had or were less. Sometimes it was just their capacity for 
being so alive that made you more alive to be with them. 

 

Buechner believes that we are each being called constantly to do this or that with our lives, or at least with some small 
part of our lives. However, he continues, “when you are young, your hearing is in some ways better than it is ever going 
to be again. You hear better than most people the voices that speak to who you are and to what you really want to do 
with your life.” Experiences such as youth conferences at Montreat, which the Trinity Youth will be attending in late 
July, are wonderful opportunities for Youth to begin to match their “flair” and “talent” with what God might be calling 
them to do with their lives—a chance to respond to a voice that’s bigger than the constant screech of American mass 
culture.

Recovery work on the Gulf Coast is progressing, but 
sometimes seems very slow with the enormous amount  
of work that needs to be accomplished.  The estimates  
are that it will take 5-7 years to complete the process.  
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance has planned two mission 
weeks in the gulf in June.  One is June 8-14 and the other 
is June 15-21.  PDA thinks it is time now for a men’s  
mission and the emphasis is nurturing new generations of 
men who will hear and respond to the call of Christ to join 
God’s mission in the world.  The goal is to fill the gulf  
with fathers and sons in mission together and out of that 
experience to create a new energy for men’s ministry 
within our denomination. 
 

The minimum age for youth is age 14 years old.  It is not 
necessary to be part of an organized group.  PDA will  

create clusters and assign leaders for the responsibilities 
in the village.  If there is a young man in the congregation 
without a father present in the household they have special 
forms to allow adult men to bring a young man to this  
special mission event.  The cost is $20 per day; however 
the Global Mission Ministry will provide a 50% scholarship 
for those participating. 
 

The Global Mission Ministry hopes that the men, young 
and adult, will hear the cry of the people in the Gulf and 
respond with their hearts and their willingness to serve 
God in this way.

 Joys and Concerns 
 

Fuente de Vida shares their sorrow at the loss of a valued 
and long time church member, Victor Lopez.  Victor had 
been ill for some time and his death was due to cancer.  
He is missed greatly by the church and his family.  Those 
who have visited Guatemala remember Victor with his 
arms lifted high giving praise to God. Also, prayers are 
asked for Eliseo’s mother as she suffers from colon  
problems.
